

Best Start Service Integration Working Group

Recommendation re: Leeds & Grenville Service Coordination Guidelines 
The Best Start Service Integration Working Group is making a recommendation to the Best Start Network that we take forward the draft Service Coordination Guidelines for Leeds & Grenville to the EKIOC Lead Table with the suggestion that an EKIOC Intersection Working Group follow through on the development and implementation of the SC Guidelines.  
The guidelines have been adapted from the KFL&A Service Integration Guidelines, and through a process of community input and feedback, have been changed to reflect the language and process of Service Coordination vs. Service Integration.     

It was thought that an Intersection Working Group would be best able to develop and move this initiative forward because it impacts children of all ages.  EKIOC Lead Table members and decision makers at the different agencies need to be in agreement re: implementation and have a clear understanding of additional expectations that may be requried to support the successful implementation of this initiative.
