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The South East Regional French Language Network (SE RFLN) was created in October 2007. 

In April 2009, the SE RFLN published a first summary of successes.

The goal of the network is to:

Ensure that Francophone children in the South East region will be ready to learn and in a position to succeed from the moment they begin their first year of school.

The purpose of this second edition of the summary is to list the shared successes of the SE RFLN and the Best Start local networks since April 2009.

South East Region

· The SE RFLN welcomed 80 Francophone participants to the very first early childhood symposium in French in the South East region.

· A survey was conducted to consult Francophone parents in the region. Analysis of the findings gave rise to strategies for increasing French capacity in the region.

· In-depth research into the French capacity of the region's municipal libraries resulted in recommendations and courses of action.

Hastings and Prince Edward
· The École élémentaire catholique L’Envol in Trenton was chosen to offer the Early Learning Program starting in 2010-11.

· The nursery program "Petits pas à trois" started in 2010-11 at the École élémentaire catholique L’Envol in Trenton.

· The nursery program "À trois, on y va!" started in 2010-11 at the École élémentaire publique Cité-Jeunesse in Trenton.

· Since early 2010, the Trenton Military Family Resource Centre (TMFRC) has offered the program "Les livres dans la valise" in Trenton and Frankford, and a bilingual play group in Belleville.

· Survey of Francophone parents in the fall of 2009.

Kingston, Frontenac, Lennox and Addington
· The Garderie Croque Soleil was expanded in the summer of 2009 in order to increase the number of spots for toddlers and create spots for infants. These were the first Francophone infant spots in the South East region.

· The school readiness program "Je d'école" continues to be offered every summer at the École élémentaire publique Madeleine-de-Roybon.

· Two workshops in French were offered to professionals and parents in Kingston in the fall of 2010.

· The program "Coucou bébé franco" was offered as a pilot project in Kingston in the fall of 2010.

Leeds and Grenville
· The École élémentaire catholique Sainte-Marguerite-Bourgeoys in Merrickville was chosen to offer the Early Learning Program starting in 2010-11.

· Survey of Francophone parents in the fall of 2009.

Lanark

· The École élémentaire catholique J.L.-Couroux in Carleton Place was chosen to offer the Early Learning Program starting in 2010-11. The board also offers the Extended Day Program.

· The nursery program "Petits pas à trois" started in 2010-11 at the École élémentaire catholique J.L.-Couroux in Carleton Place.
