3. Review of Summary Notes from June 10, 2011
Meeting notes were summarized briefly by Maxine with suggestions of how to proceed from here. 
 What we said we would do 

i. Parent Survey (Jessica Deschamp-Baird)
· Draft copy developed by Jessica Deschamp-Baird with input from others, used many of same questions from North Cumberland survey. Need to decide when to send this survey out. North Cumberland had sent it out through the school. Suggestion that instead of a form survey that a telephone survey be done.

Committee reviewed the survey questions and the following are some of the comments:

· # 3 - Add Relative Care
· # 3 - Add High School
· # 5 - Add child participates independently

· # 6 – I have attended parent workshops/seminars i.e. Prenatal Classes / Triple P 
· # 7 – If no, please tell us why – make this another question
· # 8 – Add “How to connect with programs that support my child’s mental/emotional health. 
· # 8 -  Delete the “How to” in all sentences and edit remainder of sentence as appropriate
· # 8 - Add Parent Relief, add stress/mental health
· # 9 - Please check only one time per day that you are most likely to access (instead of come to) a Child and Family Centre during the School Year.  
ACTION: Jessica to make changes to survey questions as per comments/suggestions from committee members.

When do we want to roll out this survey?  How do we collect the surveys ? Include a self 

addressed envelope, via school distribution; survey link advertised in EMC, there are lots 
of options.  What community to start with. Survey is for all of L & G.  Ask members where 
they feel is a good location to initiate the survey. Suggestion that Gananoque or Prescott, 
Edwardsburg/Cardinal.

Jessica asked for volunteers for a suggested working group/planning committee, to roll this out. Cathy Gladu, Dixie O’Reilly, Shannon Brown volunteered. Others can email Marg or Jessica to advise of interest to be involved with this working group.
ii. Guiding Principles for Best Start Child and Family System (Gillian Jackson)
· Word strings on page 4 of Summary Notes: June 10, 2011; Group was to identify, and draft a definition statement.
Group felt that we can adopt the characteristics/definitions that are identified through community engagement and are listed in the document “Towards An Integrated Child and Family System” on page 10, 11 and 12.
iii. Who needs to be at the planning table? Do we need a sub-committee for BSCFC?
Marg asked, if there were other community partners that need to be included i.e.  Big Brothers, Church groups in rural communities.   Dixie, Shannon, Jessica, Cathy will be discussing this.
iv. Champions – discussed at the planning table, engage elected officials, and provincial representatives, Service Clubs, industries i.e. Shell, Procter & Gamble.  Members felt not ready at present for a champion but perhaps down the road when planning for Family Children Centres is well under way.
v. Involve other planning tables – defer to planning committee
vi. Engage elected officials – defer to planning committee
vii. Review and expand on inventory of services for children and youth – defer to planning  committee
viii. Identify funding opportunities – defer to planning committee
