d) Service Integration (Gillian)
For Approval: Work plan for 2011/12
Gillian has forwarded the work plan for 2011-2012, by email to members
Work plan consists of 3 main areas of focus:
· Hubs/Development of L&GCFC’s – Review of hub activities/support/advocate when identified. Provide input on strategies.  Explore use of L & G CFC brochure as a tool for providing integrated information about children’s services to community.
· Professional Development – Lunch and Learn Sessions in L & G.  Develop an annual report on Lunch and Learn opportunities across L & G.
· Developmental Screening/Screening Clinics – See developmental screening logic model
Need approval here and then it goes on to lead table.
Developmental screening clinics were planned for 2 years which and therefore now completed.
Hub usage – Brockville used a lot, also using additional rooms at Commonwealth School for OEYC programs

Gillian requested that work plan be approved.
Motion: Pam motioned to approve the Service Integration work plan as circulated.  Everyone in favour – it will now go to lead table.
e) Special Needs Reference Committee (Margaret van Beers)  - Next meeting November 1, 2011
School Board looking at School Readiness and how they can partner. UCDSB serves 8 counties.  Representatives from all school areas meet and discuss issues in their community and how best the school boards can support them.
f) French Language Network (Cathy Gladu)
A coordinator has been hired with a focus of getting more French books/material into the libraries, he is on a contract for 3 months.
Ottawa based day care centres do not like to be called day cares but rather “Before and After”, this issue will be discussed further.
Survey done to find out where francophone population is at; results being tabulated at present.  Hope to have more results by January 2012 and to identify where additional French resources can be used.
It was noted that French books were not in the kits for Read to Every Kid; this was an oversight, some French books are to be included right away.
